RESOLUTION.

(Extract from the Proceedings of the Government of Burma, in the Judicial Department, No. 322E41,
dated the 17th June 1941). v

The Census of Burma was taken on the night of the 5th March 1941. The provisional

totals for the districts, administrative Divisions and whole of Burma are exhibited in the Table

appended to this resolution. For the sake of comparison the actual and the percentage varia-
tions at each of the last two Censuses are also given. The total population of Burma as thus
ascertained is 16,823,798, which is an increase of 2,156,652. These ' figures are provisional,
but the experience of the previous census shows that the difference between the population
according to the provisional totals and that as finally ascertained amounts to less than 1 in 1,100
persons. The figures are therefore sufficiently accurate for practical purposes and may be
adopted for administrative purposes and for calculation of proportions and percentages based
on population. | ‘

9. One of the reasons for a higher proportichate increase at this Census is the extension of
the operation to areas omitted in the previous Censuses.

3. Despite difficulties of communication in certain out of the way areas; enumeration

was carried out throughout Burma. except in the Wa States and parts of the Naga Hills District,
where, instead of enumeration, the population was estimated. For success the Census required

the close co-operation of a large staff of about 93,600 officials and non-officials who took part in

the enumeration. The Governor of Burma fully recognises the burden which the Census throws

on those employed on it and desires to acknowledge the services of those, both official and non--
official, who have by their co-operation and assistance brought the operations to a successful
- 1ssue. ‘
