THE GOVERNMENT has admitted

The admission brought immediate

Prince Sihanouk’s role in Cambodia’s peace

Sir: You headlined your report
(27 June) about British military
training for the non-communist
resistance in Cambodia “Military
aid for Pol Pot allies confirmed”.
Pol Pot has no allies, and most
certainly not Prince Sihanouk,
who lost three daughters, two sons
and 14 grandchildren during the
holocaust of Khmer Rouge rule
from 1975 to 1979.

It was only with great reluc-
tance that Sihanouk entered into
a political “coalition” with the
‘Khmer Rouge in 1982. As Siha-
nouk himself has acknowledged,
he saw no other way to secure in-
ternational status and to ensure
that the Chinese provided arms to
his faction.

The same report quoted the La-
bour defence spokesman, Martin
O’Neill, as saying that KPNLF
[Khmer People’s National Libera-
tion Front] and ANS [Armée Na-
tionale Sihanoukienne) forces had
“fought side by side with the
Khmer Rouge with the common
objective of gaining control of
Cambodia” and “the Government

has therefore indirectly helped
Pol Pot and the Khmer Rouge in
their attempt to regain power”.

This view, if correctly reported,
has no basis in fact. The KPNLF
and the ANS have never fought
“side by side” with the Khmer
Rouge. The three resistance fac-
tions have spent most of the past
12 years in mutual recrimination.
Their coalition is fractious and un-
stable. Sihanouk in particular has
complained of constant Khmer
Rouge ambushes and assassina-
tions of his troops.

After the withdrawal of the
main Vietnamese combat forces
from Cambodia, in late Septem-
ber 1989, and indeed after British
military training had ceased, the
non-communist resistance found
itself being enticed into military
co-operation with the Khmer
Rouge. Generally this was resis-
ted, but in 1990 there were iso-
lated reports of local tactical co-
ordination, notably between ANS
and Khmer Rouge troops. These
reports, though few and far be-
tween, caused concern in the
United States. They were thor-

oughly investigated both by the
administration and openly in Con-
gress and the conclusion was
reached that there might have
been a few instances of military li-
aison between local commanders,
but overall there was no evidence
of strategic planning and central
command and control.

Were it not for the moral and
material support Prince Sihanouk
has received over the years, his
faction would have been over-
whelmed by the Khmer Rouge. It
is also doubtful if the KPNLF
could have survived. The struggle
for Cambodia would now be solely
between two communist factions.
As it is, the Cambodian people
have the choice of a non-commu-
nist alternative. The importance
of Prince Sihanouk to the peace
process has been well illustrated
this week at the talks in Thailand,
where the pressure exerted on the
Khmer Rouge by the prince has
been abundantly apparent.

Khmer Rouge help resistance allies fight back

THE Khmer Rouge joined in
military operations with a US-
backed resistance group for the
first time to halt an offensive by
the Vietnamese-backed govern-
ment, a Thai military source
told UPI on March 18.

A border officer, who asked
not to be identified, said the
Khmer Rouge forces provided
arms and battle assistance to
the Khmer People’s National
Liberation Front (KPNLF) for
the first time in fighting over
the previous week in northwest-
ern district of Thmar Pouk.

He said the assistance of the
Khmer Rouge forces helped the
KPNLF to recapture ground
lost to a recent drive by Phnom
Penh government troops.

“This recapture is due to the
help of thousands of Khmer

Rouge soldiers,” he said.

The officer said the combined
resistance operation has forced
government troops to retreat to
about 10km from Thmar Pouk.

KPNLF officials in Bangkok
were not immediately available
to comment on the report.

Late the previous week more
than 2,000 Cambodian govern-
ment troops backed by tanks,

‘armoured personnel carriers

and rocket launchers, mounted
an offensive against Thmar
Pouk and nearby “liberated
zones” controlled by the
KPNLF.

Although there has been in-
formal battlefield cooperation
before, it was believed to be the
first time that the non-commu-
nist resistance joined in such a

large military operation with
the Khmer Rouge against the
Phnom Penh troops.

The United States, which pro-
vides official aid to the KPNLF,
has repeatedly warned the
group against military coopera-
tion with the Khmer Rouge,
who are blamed for the deaths of
some 1 million people during
their 1975-1979 rule.

A KPNLF officer told report-
ers at the Thai-Cambodian bor-
der that his troops were com-
pelled to seek Khmer Rouge
support because they had run
out of ammunition.

“We must help each other
otherwise we will have no place
to stay. If they did not help us,
they would have been the next
to be attacked,” the resistance

officer said.

Both Phnom Penh and the re-
sistance have suffered heavy ca-
sualties in the fighting, the
Thai officer said.

For the first time, resistance
fighters have been using tanks
and heavy artillery extensively
against government forces in
the northwest region, officials
from both sides told AP.

In the past few months, the
guerrillas  have  launched
“large-scale offensives with the

Your Excellencies,

In making this appeal to your august assembly of representatives

of the world’s largest and most important democracy, I am
associating myself with the aspirations of the majority of the
Cambodian people, who are yearning for real freedom, true

independence and democracy.

In this regard, the Non-Communist Resistance (NCR) 1is the hope of
these people, a hope made possible, thus far, of western liberal
nations, in particular, the United States of America.

It would therefore be a tragedy of historical proportions for
Cambodia 1f the West, in particular the US, should decide, now,
to withdraw their vital support, just when the Non-Communists are
making significant and unprecedented headway in Cambodia.

Doing so would be as if, the US were shy to championing the cause
of rIreedom to success; pulling back now will alsc send a wrong
message to the world and Vietnam, that the US retrospectively
condones the cannabalisation of weaker nations by stronger ones.

The NCR 1s still the best and only alternatives to the KR and
their former associates now in Phnom Penh. The NCR is holding and
independently administering significant liberated zones in Cambo-
dia, and this has been verified by many journalists who were able
to visit these zones. Here, the freedom and basic human rights of
the individual, denied by BOTH the KR and the Vietnamese-in-
stalled Phnom Penh regime, have been restored and returned to the
people.

Moreover, 1in areas where the ANKI is strong, ANKI troops have

opposed and arrested KR troops who abuse the people and their
rights.

In the NCR liberated zones, civic action, much thanks to Solarz’s
aid, has helped return life to near normalcy. The populace
understands that this help comes from the West and the US and
looks towards the West for continued support to the
Non-Communists to keep their dream alive-- dream that one day in
the not-too-distant future, through a political settlement in
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which the Non-Communists’ voice can be heard and will be

respected, all of Cambodia can experience this freedom that they,
and increasing number of others, are now enjoying.

It would be presumptuous and a serious flaw in understanding the
Cambodian situation and sentiments to think that if the West
should curtail their aid to the Non-Communists, the Yatter could

be forced to work with the Vietnamese-installed Phnom Penh
regime.

The NCR will never collaborate with that regime, because not only
are its leaders former Khmer Rouges who were also involved in the
crimes against humanity, but they have betrayed the country to
classical enemy. But for the lack of adequate and necessary
support, the NCR would not have remained a day 1in the same
coalition with the Democratic Kampuchea party: it has been the
great misfortune of the Cambodian people that their western
friends had not demonstrated a support that would enable the NCR
to be strong and thereby free from others’ coercions.

However, even with the present limited support, with the support

of the people, the NCR has managed to stand up to both the KR and
the Phnom Penh regime.

If the West and US were to reduce or cut even this whatever
little they are providing to the Non-Communists, the result is
obvious: the areas currently under the NCR control will be lost

to the Hun Sen’s army, but to the KR which is the stronger of the
two.

Thus, 1t is the NCR who is the real bulwark against the KR, and

not the Phnom Penh regime as Vietnam would like the West to
believe.

Hoping that these explanations would be helpful for the American
people’s understanding of our tragedy, please allow me, once
again, to renew my sincere congratulations and sympathy towards

the American ©people for their compassion shown towards the
unfortunate people of Cambodia.

Please accept, Your Excellencies, the assurances of my high
consideration.

Following the last very important talk I have with you
in my capacity of Supreme Commander of the Sihanoukist forces,

I. Inside Cambodia, our political activities are always clearly

If, in the past, there were reported some so-called
cooperations between us and the Khmer Rouge, because there

were operations led by the twc movements in the same province

at the same period of time.

II. In the past as well as in the future, neither our military
units nor our men have been or will be under the command of
any Khmer Rouge commanders of any ranks at all. Our men and

commanders are tooc proud to be placed under the Khmer Rouge's
command.

ITI. 1In thebpast as well as in the future there was not and
neither there will be military units who would have accepted

or will agree to serve or to fight in operations led by the
Khmer Rouge.

IV. Never in the past, we have supplied the Khmer Rouge with
weapons or military gear. Besides, we never have enough for
our own use, either weapons, ammunitions or other military
materials, so we cannot afford to provide things to the Khmer
Rouge who are rich and have plenty of everything.

It is true that in the past the Khmer Rouge provided us, four
times, with ammunitions, but they were not free gifts, they
were loans made by the Chinese Embassy in response to our
dire poverty and urgent need in ammunitions. During the last

ten years of war, it was the first time that the Chinese made

that kind of loans. 30
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V. Personally, during the discussions I have had with Son

Sen, 1 have never discussed with him matters related to common
strategy or common ANS/KR operational schemes. At the local
level, or on the ground, I do not deny that it could there
exist meetings between our commanders and some KR commanders.
But I shall give strict instructions, in order that henceforth,
no further contacts or common operational plans are %ndertaken.

VI. I would like, however, that you kindly listen attentively
the report of the Associated Press' Journalist, Mr. Nathaniel
Thayer, son of a former US Ambassador, who has just returned

from of one month-long trip to Kompong Thom region. This
eye-witness report should be extremely useful in your struggle

at the Capitol Hill to help us, and I would like this eye-witness
report to be considered as one of the documents of the dossier

to be used during the hearings in the House of Representatives.

This eye-witness report shall show you that there exists a

very large ANS liberated zone, that we are alone and stronger
than the Khmers Rouges and, above all, that the people supports
us and have need of us. It is clear, from this eyewitness-
report, that if we are sufficiently strong, we shall be able

to protect them efficiently, from the KR and from the
pro-Vietnamese, former KR. "The people are not afraid of

the Khmer Rouges, because they know that in Kompong Thom,

the ANS is strong enough to protect them.", just to guote

from AP journalist. Should we be forced by the US Congress
to abonadon them, one day ?

This same eyewitness report will also show you that people
which, on the one hand, is frightened of the KR and, on the
other, does not want Hun Sen's regime, will come massively
towards us, if we have an efficient program of Civic Action.

It is on this point that the United States of America could
assist us efficiently to counter the KR and not by liguidating
its own friends, that is to say the non-communist nationalists.

I hope that Your Honorable has received my last letter
of January 4th, in which I kept Your Honorable informed of the
FUNCINPEC's firm support given to the Draft Agreements of
November 26, 1990, which were elaborated by the two Co-Chairmen
of the Paris International Conference on Cambodia and the Five
Permanent Members of the United Nations Organization, and the
positive outcome of the 21-22 December 1990 Paris meeting.

I am now writing to Your Honorable to reiterate my
position on the so-called collaboration between our army with
that of the Khmer Rouge. Either intentionally or unintentionally,

that unjust blame laid on us would only serve the enemy of
Cambodia !

As promised in Hong Kong, when I last met Your
Honorable, I gave and continue to give very strict orders to all

my field commanders not to have any form of collaboration with
Knmer Rouge.

However, in order to be clear and fair to all, I am now
ready to invite American investigators, maybe of Asian origin to
facilitate their entry, to go with our ANKI to see with their own
eyes and to listen with their ears to the Cambodians 1living in

the ANKI controlled zones in order to do justice to our army and
movement.

Your Honorable and Dear Friend

You are well aware of the fact that the Khmer Rouge are
not at all afraid of or impressed with our military forces, but
rather, they really are with our peolitical strength.

The combined elements between the UN Blueprint and the
new USAID assistance programme designed to foster the Community
development are, therefore, our formidable political forces.

What I do worry about is that Khmer Rouge who know very
well how to exploit the mass media may use their radio to
broadcast false news of collaboration between their army and ours
in order to pave the ways for those US Senators and Congressmen
who are not friendly with us to liquidate our movement for them
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by cutting the precious US assistance.

To cut US assistance programme provided to the non-
communist fighters by relying only upon unfounded or fabricated
news is "to kill" one's own friend for the enemies !

Indeed, how could we forbid the Khmer Rouge to roam in
the Cambodian territory ? Should we be responsible for the
presence of a few Khmer Rouge fighters going around to visit
their relatives in our controlled zones ? Of course, we cannot be
held responsible for such wanderers !

Finally, due to the present Gulf crisis, I plan to go
to the States at the end of February only. May I have your kind

advice ? I count on Yours and that of our Ambassador Sisowath
Sirirath.

Thiz Adminiscration takes very seriogusly the .question of
rossible cooperatiaon between the Csmdodian Non-Communist
Resistance (NCE) and the Xhmer Rcuge (XR), since one of our
primary pelicy objectives is to prevent e Khmer Rouge return to
power in Cambedia. We £ind the Khmer Rouge's purposeful
attempts to maneuver the NCR into cooperative military
activities especially disturking. We have fcllowed these and
nther developments in Cambodia a5 closely 2s possible, relying
on the limited technical and hwnan sources available te us.
Scme of the iatter have proved t3 be reliable; others are new
or not fully tested; @nd ricne of them Is first hand.

Tre three resistence groups c¢pposing the reyime 1n Phncm
Penih -~ %he Sihanoukist watzona; Axmy {ANS), the Khmer People's
National Liheration Front (KPNLF; under Son Sznn. and the Khmer
Rouge -~ formed their Coalition Covernment of Democratic
Kampuchea (CGDE) in 1982 under the sponscrship of China and the
ASEAN states. The CGDK's goal was to oppcse both Vietnam's
military occupation of Cambcdia 2nd the regime installed by
Vietnam in Phnom Penn. The United States rnever reccgnized the
CGDR nor i%g 1530 successer, the National Governpent of
Cambodia, 2s the legiktimate govarnment of Cambodia. The United
States has supported the two Non-Communist resistance groups,
the ANS ard the KFNLF, ir ¢rder to encourage 8 political
sottlement of the conflict and to provide the Cambodian people
a ron-Cemuuniss alterrative in such an evéntuality.

Despite its commen goal, throughout the decade of the

198C0s the CGDK wag cnly an uneszsy political zlliance, divided
by the deep-seared animgsities within esch fact*oa internally
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and in relaticnships among the factions -- including continuing
suspicion of the Rhmer Rouge by the Non-Communists. Each
resistance group maintained its own armed fcrce, with separate
bases, command structures, end operational plsnning, Although
there was an gffort by the Khmer Rouge to form a Joint Military
Committee in 1986, there is little evidence that this committee
or any of its nominal successors ever played & significant
leadership role.

From 1986 until 1988, during the last years of the full
Vietnamese military occupatien of Camhodia, the resistance
forces were involved in generally small-unit guerrilla
activities, end there was little reporting of joint or parallel
military activities involving the Non-Communiet Resistance and
the Khmer Rouge. During this period, indeed, both
Non-Communist groups faced serious and continuing security
problems resulting from repeated Xhmer Rouge attacks agazinst
their forces. After 3 series of such clacshes bhetween the Khmer
Rouge and the forces of Prince Sihancuk in the dry season of
1986-87, Prince Sihancuk charged that the Khmer Rouge
“repeatedly ambushed and killed (his) troops.” By 1988 he was
accusing the Khme: Rouge of waging “"a minor civil war” agsinst
his supporters, saying they "now want to wipe out the
Sihanoukists.” Reports of armed clsshes between the Xhmer
Rouge and members of the NCR continue to the present.

After the withdrawal from Camkodia of the Vietnamese main
force combat units at the end of September 1989, military
activity by each of the three recistance groups increased.

This higher level of activity led Lo greater international
attention to the threat of a Khmer Rouge militsry resurgence.
The Khmer Rouge began kc use persuasicn apd pressure to promote
joint military operations with the Non-Communist Resistance,
hoping to defuse these international concerns by placing Khmer
Rouge sctivities under a general "resistance®” rubric. The
Rhmer Rouge radio began regularly to cite "joint resistance”
battlefield activities as part of its propzganda effort. As
this effort continued and ss the milivary activities undertaken
by the resistance groups incregsed, reports kegan to surface,
as early as autumn 1389, of tactical military cooperation,
generally between units of the Khmer Rouge ané some units of
the ANS.

Even after the autumn of 1989, the overall level of
military activity in Cambecdia remained liwrited, reflecting the
nature of guerrilla military operatiocns and *he low level of
combat., Where the military activities of the three resistance
forces have overlapped during the past yesr, they have
nonetheless been polilticaliy ¢ompetitive, In fact, the ANS é%s
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followed 8 deliberate policy of operating in the same regions
as the Khrmer Rouge, in part to prevent that group from having
unchallenged political access to the leccal population. The ANS
presence in many arecs, however, has been at the sufferance of
the Khmer Rcuge. The KPNLF, in contrast, has kept its
activities very disting% from those of the Khmer Rouge,
generally limited to the KPNLF's "Liberated Zone" in
northwestern Cambodia. There has been a2 consistent level of
antipathy between the troops of these two factions, except in
Kompong Thom Province, where there have been some reports of

logistical support.

As a matter of pclicy, this Administration has been and
remains strongly opposed to any form of tactical or strategic
military <ooperation between the Non-Communist Resistance and
the Khmer Rouge. We have emphasized repeatedly to both
Non-Communist military leaders, ANS Commander Prince Ranariddn
and General Sak Sutsakhan of the KPNLF forces, our profound
opposition to any cooperation with Khmer Rouge forces at the
tactical or strategic level and the importence of their
maintaining positions fully independent of the Khmer Rouge,
Both Frince Ranariddh and General Sak wrote to Congressman
Solarz in July 1590 confirming that no U.S. aid has gone to the
Khmer Rouge and outliining the clear directives they had sent to
their field commanders t¢ ensure agaeinst any such diversion or
military cooperation.

After these pledges were given, reports of military
activities, including reports of tactical battlefield
cooperation, decreased, reflecting, in part, the low level of
recent battlefield activity within Csmbodie -~ the result of an
abnormally late and heavy rainy season, 3 hiyh incidence of
malaria in the Thai-Cambcedian border area, and the shift in
attention of the resistance groups to the negotiating process
and to the support of their civilian populations.

The evidence available to date does not substantiate a
judgment that the NCR and the Khmer Rouge have been fighting as
an integrated force, cr that the NCR has been fighting under
Khmer Reuge command, Nor is there evidence that the senior
leadersihips of the NCR and the Khmer Rouge are cooperating in
strategic planning. At the tactical level, however, there have
been reports of use by same ANS units of Khmer Rouge supplies
and logisticael lines when they were operating in the same
areas, and repcorts that certain ANS units have fought in the
same areds &8s, or conducted cocrdinsted attecks with, the Khmer

Rouge,

We recognize the » .lnerability of the marginally funded

and supplied Non-Communist forces to pressure from the 36
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well-equipped Khmer Rouge to accept supplies. The NCR has
faced periodic shortages of ammunition during the past year as
the two groups have tried to estsblish base areas for
themselves. Given the relatively weaker military capzbilities
cf the Non-Communist forces end the superiority of Khmer Rouge
supplies, any military benefits of activities that might
constitute cooperation would heve accrued largely to the NCR
units,

With the advent of the dry season in late 1990, military
activity, particularly zalong “he Thai border, has increassd.
With this 1lncrease in fighting has come renewed reporting,
including sc¢me accounts of communication, logistical aid, and
coordineted attacks invelving the Kkmer Rouce and certain units
of the ANS. This low-level battlefield cosordination and
parallel military ectivity has been reported in the Samraong
area of northern Siem Reap-0Oddar lMeanchey Province.

Since the initiation of U.S. non-.ethal assistance to the
Non-Communist Resistance in 1965, through what has been known
as the "Sclarz Program,” we have constantly reviewed our
compliance with Section 906 of the International Security and
Development Cocperation Act of 1985. This section bars the
provision of assisteance to the NCR which has the purpose or
effect of sustaining, promoting, or augmenting the combat
capacity of the Khmer Rouge directly or indirectly. Nothing
would be mcre abheorrent to the President or the Secretary of
State than having any U.s. aid end up in Khmer Rouge hands or
indirectly assisting that murderdus grcup.

Repeasted zssessments by the Administration of this issue,
in the context of our periodic reporting to the Congress, in
each case has led to the judgment that none of our assistance
since 1985 has been diverted to the Khmer Rouge, 2nd that our
non-lethal aid for the Non-Communists has not enhanced the
comhat capacity of the Khmer Reouge as prohibited by this
section of the law. In fact, the Khmer Rouge has been much
better suppiied than the Non-Communist Resistance forces and
would not have needed such assistance. So far as we can
determine, our entirely non-lethal assistance has helped the
Non-Communists to maintsin their overall independence from the
Khmer Rouge and thus their ability to pisy a role in a
political settlement. One long-term 3%al c¢f the Khmer Rouge is
to reduce the conflicht to 3 two-sided fight in which the KR
would pose as the cnly genuine nationalist organization in the
field. The KR could reac¢hh this goal either by destroying the
NCR militarily or by cutting ¢ff its external assistance,
theraby making the NCR extremely depencent upon the KR,

The very purpcse of U.S. aid to the two Non-Communist 3/
Resistance groups has been to sustain them as a source of
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pressure on the Vietnamese-supported occupation regime and to
build up a Non-Cemmunist political alternative to the Khmer
Rouge in the expectation that this conflict -- which in our
judgment is not resovivable by militsry means -- would
eventually be resolved through political end diplomatic
processes. The creation of such & political settlement
process, <f course, has been the primary preoccupation of the
Administraticon's Indochina diplomacy since the summer of 1989.

We centinue to menitor closely developments in Cambodia
with regpect to Section 262 and Secticn 506 and are cecntinuing
£te review all repcrts of activities that might constitute
military cooperaticn with the Khmer Rouge ¢r promote, sustain
or augment the Khmer Rouge's militsry capacity.

Ms. Tutwiler: No. Those charges have been made before. We see
them from time to time.

As we have stated repeatedly, the United States has never
supp! ied any weapons or other lethal military aid to any Cambodian
factiun. Our assistance to the non-Communist resistance has always
consistad of non-lethal support, such as tents, uniforms and food.

Thank you for your kind FAXES of 6th and 12th July 1991. Please
forgive me,if at times, I am unable to reply tc vyour letters
promptly, but, as you will know, the path here is rather hectic!.

I am most grateful to you for keeping me up to date on the Pilger
affair, which 1is of particular interest to ne. You had
anticipated that Pilger was going tc seek revenge and this week's
article in the "New Statesman" can only be part of that effort.

I am not aware of any such statement by Prince Ranariddh and I
would be inclined to believe that Pilger has invented it, just as
he invented the "letter" from Prince Sihanouk to a Cambodian
resident in Lowell (US). If anything, Prince Ranariddh has been
at pains to deny any links between the Sihanoukists and the
Khmers Rouges. Furthermore, in July 1990, Prince Ranariddh
signed two letters, addressed to US Congressman Stephen Solarz,
in which he clearly stated that there had not been and there
would not be any tactical, strategic or other co-operation of any
kind Dbetween the ANKI and the NADK (Khmer Rcuge Army). I know,
vecause I drafted the twc letters with the Military Secretary of
Prince Ranaridcdh, as I was at the time in Bangkok.

On 29 March 1991, in an "Open Letter to US Congressmen',
FUNCINPEC/ANKI stated:"For aimecst two years now, some Honourable
American Congressmen have brocught up the problem of co-operation
between the Khmer Rouge and the Non-Communists, calling for a
cutt off to all the necessary aid to the Non—-Communist
resistance. We, the FUNCINPEC/ANKI party strongly protest this
allegation and would like to bring some facts to the attention of
those Congressmen. The ANKI forces never had a policy of co-—
operation with the Khmers Rouges, neither strategically nor
tactically. HRH Prince Norodom Ranariddh, the Commander in Chief
of the ANKI forces never met with Khmer Rouge military leaders on
military affairs. He has never drawn military plans with the
Khmers Rouges and he has given strict orders to all his military
Commanders NCT to co-operate with the Khmers Rouges. Any
insubordination will ke punished by the Cocmmander in Chief."
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I am airmailing to you a copy of the said statement for vyour
files. In the meantime, vou can use the above information and
even quote me if necessary.

OPEN LETTER TO AMERTICAN CONGRESSMEN

The world community records its satisfaction with the victo-
ry of the Coalition Allies over Saddam Hussein in Kuwait. Aggres-
sors from all over the world must now think twice before under-
taking any action to invade neighboring countries.

Cambodia has been invaded and occupied by Vietnam since
December 1978, after which, the latter installed a puppet regime
in Phnom-Penh in January 1979.

For more than ten years, the Cambodian National Resistance
under the leadership of Samdech Norodom Sihanouk is fighting a
heroic war to liberate its own country in the same way the Kuwai-
tis did with the support of some friendly countries and particu-
larly the United States of America.

The Vietnamese communist aggressors have claimed to withdraw
part of its troops from our homeland. But Hanoi still maintains a
strong civilian and military presence in Cambodia and continues
to subjugate the country by force through the regime it in-
stalled. This is a fact that nobody can deny.

It is time to settle the so-called Cambodian Problem by
peaceful means. The road to peace involves an acceptable agree-
ment among the Khmer parties, and within the framework of the

United Nations-sponsored plan. This is known broadly as the P.5
document.

To achieve peace in Cambodia, Samdech Norodom Sihanouk
accepted, against all odds, to talk to Mr Hun Sen since December
1537. The Prince had adopted tc find peace for Cambodia.

Currently the Cambodian National Resistance accepts entirely
the UN peace plan put forward by the P.5, which is the most
comprehensive and the best peace plan ever to solve the Cambodian
problem. This acceptance shows our willingness to contribute to a
solution and also the tremendous concession from our side.

But up to now, the Vietnamese-backed Phnom-Penh regime has
refused its implementation. They have successively made reserva-
tions, and demanded for changes or simply rejected the UN Plan
which was drafted by the 5 Permanent members of the Security
Council, represented thus the World Community.

It is strange to see Phnom-Penh reject this plan which

comprises an important chapter on the rejection of Human rights
in Cambodia.

The Phnom-Penh regime has also toughened its stance Wy
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firing the "liberal" elements within its party. Mr Chheng Phon
the former minister of information, Mr Ung Phan, former minister
of telecommunication, Mr Khieu Kanharith, the former director of
the weekly magazine Kampuchea, were all recently sacked.

Even Phnom-Penh’s moderate members of the SNC (Supreme
National Council) like Chem Snguon and Kong Sam Ol, the "deputy
Minister" of Interior and Im Chhunlim, a member of the Central
Committee of the Cambodian Communist party or KPRP (Kampuchean
People revolutionary Party).

Recent reports from Phnom-Penh also revealed that 40 more
officials have been arrested and detained. The Chea Sim-Hun Sen
regime is consolidating its power by using repression, purge and
committing serious human rights violation.

So how can there be free elections, multi-party system and
democracy established in Cambodia ?

It is also important to underline the fact that the UN peace
plan is drafted by countries which oppose the return of the Khmer
Rouge to power. At least 4 out of the 5 super-powers have clearly
said so. Even China has declared publicly that she opposes to the
return of the Khmer Rouge to power alone.

On February 28th, 1991, H.E Senator Gareth Evans, the Aus-
tralian Foreign Minister said: "All the Western support one might
imagine for the Phnom-Penh Government and all the rhetoric one
might muster against the Khmer Rouge will not by themselves stop
the continuation of the tragic Cambodian civil war. Only the UN
peace plan which involves the country being administrated under

UN supervision during the transition to a freely elected govern-
ment can secure that."

Then, who wants peace and who wants the continuation of war
in cambodia ?

For almost two years now, some of the Honorable American
Congressmen brought up the problem of cooperation between the
Khmer Rouge and the Non-Communist, calling for a cut off to all
the necessary aid to the Non-Communist resistance.

We, the FUNCINPEC/ANKI party strongly protest this allega-

tion and would like to bring some facts to the attention of those
congressmen.

I. The ANKI forces never had a policy of cooperation with
the Khmer Rouge, neither strategically nor tactically.

HRH Prince Norodem Ranariddh, the Commander in Chief of the
ANKI forces never met with Khmer Rouge military leaders on the
military affairs.

~ Firstly, to undertake such an action means for the first
time American Congress will cut aid from a friendly country in
order to support a communist regime.

- Secondly, we have pointed out time and again that the
Phnom-Penh’s leaders comprise notorious former Khmer Rouge mem-
bers like Chea Sim,, the current strongman and a close associate
of the former Chairman of the Khmer Rouge’s National Assembly
leader, Nuon Chea who is currently the personal aide of Pol Pot
for political affairs. Hor Nam Hong, the "“Foreign Minister™ of
the Phnom-Penh regime, was a detention camp director, the infa-
mous Boeung Trabeck camp until the Vietnamese invasion of the
198; Hun Sen and Heng Samrin were the best Khmer Rouge commanders
in the Eastern zones and both of them have committed serious
crime against the Vietnamese civilians in Vietnam during their
anti-Vietnamese campaign ordered by Pol Pot.

We would like also to point out that, the Phnom-Penh regime
through the voice of Chea Sim, Heng Samrin and Hun Sen (all
former notorious Khmer Communist Vietminh or Khmer Rouge) reject-
ed the UN plan. They all intended to keep their political and
military apparatus and deny the UN role in Cambodia. Besides Chea
Sim, the "Chairman" of the Phnom-Penh regime will organize an
election by 1992...outside the framework of the UN peace plan.
Reacting to Chea Sim, H.E Mr Ali Alatas, the Foreign Minister of

Indonesia and co-chairman of the Paris Conference on Cambodia
condemned this move as “useless".

By rejecting the peace process, Phnom-Penh leaders definite-
ly opted for a military solution in Cambodia. And, in response to
our good will, the Phnom-Penh army, supported by Vietnamese
troops and advisers launched in mid-January 1991 a large scale
military offensive against our liberated zones in the central
part of Cambodia namely Kompong Tom and Siemreap provinces.

Phnom-Penh troops destroyed all what they met on their ways,
stealing harvest from the civilians, raping women, hitting
monks. ..they also removed what we have built for the people such
as schools, hospitals, pagodas...which are part of a program of

community development plan sponsored by donors countries like
United States of America.

Our current policy is to defend our liberated zones, demobi-
lizing part of our armed forces in order to concentrate in commu-
nity development like building schools, hospitals, roads.... and
to prepare for the next general election in Cambodia.



Why do some US congressmen want to reward warmongers in
Phnom—Penh?

3.1f, on day, the American Congress, by large majority,
decides to cut the non-lethal aid to the Non-Communist Resist-

ance, it will be tantamount to delivering the Cambodian people to
the Khmer Rouge.

Allegations of British military training of the Khmer Rouge made by John Pilger

In articles and television documentaries written or made by John Pilger in the 1990s a
frequent allegation made by him was that in Thailand Britain had trained Khmer Rouge (KR)
guerrillas who were battling against a Vietnamese invasion force.

| was Ambassador in Thailand at the time (1986-89). In "Distant Voices" Pilger devoted
many pages to my alleged nefarious activity in this context. He invited me to be interviewed,
but withdrew the offer after | had insisted on editorial control.

The following are the main reasons why British military training of the KR could never have
taken place:

1. Neither | nor any of the UK military and civilian personnel involved would possibly
have agreed to participate in any programme to support the murderous Pol Pot
regime. | personally lost many Cambodian friends made during my time in Cambodia
in the early 1960s and murdered after the KR took power in 1975,

2. There was no conceivable British interest in supporting the Khmer Rouge to regain power
in Cambodia. Britain had indeed been the first country to withdraw recognition in 1979.
In 1978 Britain had been the first country to raise KR atrocities in the UN Human Rights
Commission in Geneva.

3. Any KR soldier who had received such training from a Western agency would have
been eliminated on return to his unit. such was Pol Pot’s obsession with infiltration by
Western intelligence.

4. No non-Communist ANS (Armée National Sihanoukiste) or KPLNF (Khmer People’'s
National Liberation Front) soldier who might have received such training would
possibly have agreed to train alongside KR troops who had rounded up and killed so
many non-Communist soldiers of the defeated Lon Nol regime.

5. KR soldiers were rough and ruthless. There was nothing the British could teach them
about jungle or urban warfare in Cambodia. if anything, the KR could have taught the
British something.

6. Britain had no access to KR camps along the Thai-Cambodian border. Access was
tightly controlled by the Thais and by the Chinese authorities who alone provided
support, military and logistic, to the KR.

John Pilger provided no credible evidence of British training of the KR. In his allegations he
harped on the theme of mine-laying, no doubt because of the civilian casualties caused. The
presence of a British military team in Thailand was no secret in Bangkok. Every
correspondent at The Foreign Correspondents’ Club of Thailand knew of their presence.
Only John Pilger sought to exploit this knowledge in his own particular way.

Sir: John Pilger and David Munro cite my
work in Jane's Defence Weekly in your
issue of 20 April during the course of their
rebuttal to Derek Tonkin's article, ‘The
apotheosis of pilgerism’.

My research on the subject of covert
British military involvement in Cambodia,
conducted over three years, leaves no
doubt that the UK was training guerrillas
of the two non-communist factions begin-
ning in mid-1985. This programme was
detailed in two articles published in JDW,
the second of which states: ‘The UK's
efforts have aimed (in part) to. . . improve
their (non-communist resistance) position
in the loose coalition that groups the NCR
with the Khmer Rouge in the Coalition
Government of Democratic Kampuchea.’

Nowhere in these articles is there a
suggestion that Khmer Rouge guerrillas
participated in the training programme.
Neither has subsequent research shown
this to be true.

Devoid of obfuscation, the allegation
that the UK was or is providing military
training to the Khmer Rouge is a lie.
Similarly, the notion as put forward by Mr
Pilger and Mr Munro that the two non-
communist resistance factions are actually
extensions of the Khmer Rouge is untrue.

Countering the
Khmer Rouge

Sir: Your article (30 October) on
the covert British assistance pro-
gramme in Cambodia makes sev-
eral specious points when it tries
to add to the factual information
drawn from its primary source,
the two articles on this subject I
wrote for Jane's Defence Weekly.

To say that the military training
provided by the UK to the two
non-communist resistance (NCR)
factions grouped with the Khmer
Rouge in the coalition govern-
ment of Democratic Kampuchea
is equivalent to UK support of the
Khmer Rouge is a sensationalistic
simplification worthy only of the
tabloids. It is analogous to argu-
ing that countries like Britain that
fought beside the Soviet Union in
the alliance against Nazi Ger-
many in doing so approved of and
furthered the excesses of Stalin.

British training of Cambodia’s
NCR is in large part aimed at .
countering Khmer Rouge influ-
ence by strengthening the military
capability of the NCR, and with
better fighting abilities the non-
communist factions stand to gain
increased political leverage do-
mestically and internationally.
Whether this strategy can work
given the NCR’s serious flaws is
another matter,

Cambodia’s uncertain future at
the hands of the Khmer Rouge
faction in exile or the Khmer
Rouge faction holding power in
Phnom Penh appears to be riskier
still without the active presence of
the Sihanoukists and the Khmer
People’s National Liberation
Front. But your readers would in
any case be well advised to keep
in mind that only a political solu-
tion, not military might, can fi-
nally resolve the Cambodian con-
flict.
